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907.03 Standards for variances. No variance in the strict application ofthe provisions ofthis Ordinance shall be granted by
the Board of Zoning Adjustment unless it finds that the following requirements and standards are satisfied. In general, the
power to authorize a variance from the terms of this Ordinance shall be sparingly exercised. Itis the intent of this Ordinance
that the variance be used only to overcome some exceptional physical condition of a parcel of land which poses practical
difficulty to its development and prevents its owner from using the property as intended by the Zoning Ordinance. Any
variance granted shall be the minimum adjustment necessary for the reasonable use of the land.

The applicantmustprove that the variance shall be in harmonywith the general purpose and intent of the regulations imposed
by this Ordinance on the districtin whichit is located and shall notbe injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to
public welfare. Please use the space provided below to address the standards outlined.

The granting of the variance shall be in harmony with the general purpose and intent of the regulations imposed by this
Ordinance onthe district in which itis located and shall not be injurious to the neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to
the public welfare.

Itis not sufficient proof of hardship to show that greater profit would result
if the variance were granted. Furthermore, the hardship complained of cannot be self-created; nor can it be established
on this basis byone who purchases with orwithoutknowledge ofthe restrictions;itmustresultfrom the application of this
Ordinance;it mustbe suffered directly by the property in question; and evidence of other variances granted under similar
circumstances shall notbe considered.
